A. Travel with crane upperworks in-line.with crawlers. Grade in any direction must not exceed 1
percent (0.5 degrees).

B. Travel surface must be firm, level and uniformly supporting==Capacity charts are based on static
conditions; therefore,sjudgment must-be used to allow for dynamic effects‘of traveling with load.

C. See tables on pages 2-3 for boom angle, boom length and direction for various grades. Adjust
boom within boom angle range shown in tables on pages 2-3 with machine in a level position
before traveling onto grade. Do not change boom angle after crane has traveled onto grade.
Boom angle is angle between horizontal and centerline of boom butt and inserts. See table
below for grade vs. angle when traveling.

D. Do not exceed 2 percent (1.1 degrees) side-to-side grade at boom hinge pins when cutting
(turning on grade). Travel with crane upperworks in-line with grade at all times.

E. Boom lengths shown in tables on page 2 do not include jib. Boom lengths shown in tables on
page 3 include all jib lengths and offset angles.

F. Warning: Travel prohibited for boom lengths not shown in table on page 2 and page 3. Crane
could tip.
